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MEDTECH32 Instructions for altering GMS Adjustment for PHO Funded 65+ Patients 

The following instructions should be used to alter the patient fee for PHO Funded patients over the age of 65. 

Overview

The DHB's have increased the amount they pay for capitation based funded (CBF) 65+ patients as from 1 July 2004.   Consequently your co-payment charge (fee to the patient) needs to be adjusted accordingly. The only place this should be done is through the GMS adjustment.  Please do not adjust  the actual subsidy amount.  The status for Casual patients is unchanged.      

Step One

Select the menu option Setup / Accounting / Services

Step Two

Highlight the service for Consultation and select Service / Open

The amount within the “Service Fee” field is the default amount charged for an A3 consultation. 
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Step Three

Click onto the GMS Adjustment Tab

Click into the Funded >65 column and enter the adjustment figure to calculate the required patient fee. For example: If you wish to charge a 65+ CBF patient $20 then the following explains how to calculate the adjustment: 

  
$46 less GMS subsidy portion $15 = $31  

$31 less the $20 you wish to charge the CBF 65+ patient = $11

Therefore in the Funded >65 column you need to put in –11.00
